	Soil Needs: 

	Does best in well-worked, well-drained soil with good organic matter.  Prefers slightly acid soil.  Avoid heavy clay soil with poor drainage

	Light Needs:
	Does best in partial shade (morning sun, afternoon shade).  

	Water Needs:
	Moderate to high water requirements.  Plant does not perform well in overly dry conditions.

	Spacing:
	Plant 15 to 24 inches apart.

	Fertilizer:
	Controlled release fertilizer (20-20-20) is recommended in spring and late summer.

	Special Care:
	Do not allow to dry out.

	Disease Tolerance:  
	Under severe disease conditions, can develop powdery mildew.

	Generally pest-free, though can be susceptible to spider mites.
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
