Flower Carpet® Pink Supreme is the eighth variety to join  the popular Flower Carpet series of easy-care groundcover roses from Anthony Tesselaar Plants.  Pink Supreme is the second of the next generation of Flower Carpet roses. 

The next generation of Flower Carpet Roses are the products of the newest breeding by Noack Rosen, the German rose breeders famous for their impressive disease-resistant hybrids, and developers of the Flower Carpet roses.  

Flower Carpet Pink Supreme exhibits superior resistance to diseases that can plague roses, such as black spot and mildew.  The bush produces an abundance of roses exhibiting a delightful range of color.  The buds appear in a deep cherry color.  The blossoms open in bright pink (often nicely flecked with white at the heart), then mature to a lovely, strong pink.  Spent flowers fall cleanly way, leaving the bush fresh and clean all season long.  The flowers appear in clusters of up to 60 blooms.  Pink Supreme has two-inch double flowers.  In full sun, a well-watered, mature bush can bear as many as 2,000 blossoms in a season.  The foliage is a dark, glossy green with medium-sized leaves.  

Pink Supreme blooms in waves from early summer through late fall.  A mature plant grows from 24- to 30-inches tall and up to 40-inches wide.  The plant is hardy in USDA zones 5 to 11 and can be grown in zone 4 with winter protection.  (In the first year, winter protection is advised in zones 6 and below.)  Flower Carpet Pink Supreme performs best in full sun.  In partial shade, it will bloom steadily, though with reduced numbers of flowers.

	Parentage:
	unnamed seedling x unnamed seedling 

	Hardiness:
	Hardy in USDA zones 5 to 11 and can be grown in zone 4 with winter protection.  Winter protection is advised in zones 6 and below for the first year. In areas of intense dry heat (for example Phoenix, AZ), protect by planting in semi-shade. 

	Flower Color:
	Flower colors change as each blossom matures.  Buds appear in a deep cherry color, blossoms open in bright pink (often nicely flecked with white at the heart), and mature to a lovely strong pink. 

	Flowering Period:
	Produces masses of flowers in flushes all season long in full sun. In partial shade (4 - 5 hours of sun per day), still blooms, though in reduced numbers.  Performs satisfactorily with a full day of filtered light.  Bloom season will vary according to climate as follows:
•  up to 10 months in USDA zones 9 and above
•  from 5 to 8 months in USDA zones 6 – 8
•  up to 5 months in USDA zone 4 & 5


	Flower Size:

	Medium-sized, 2 inches across

	Number of Flowers:
	Flowers produced in clusters up to 11 inches across.  Clusters are comprised of up to 11 smaller clusters of 5 to 9 flowers each.  Up to 60 flowers and developing buds can be produced per cluster.  Spent flowers fall cleanly way, leaving the bush fresh and clean all season long.  In full sun, a well-watered, mature bush can bear as many as 2,000 blossoms in a season

	Fragrance:
	Not fragrant

	Foliage:
	Medium-sized leaves, dark glossy green.

	Plant/Size:
	Grows from 24- to 30- inches high and up to 40- inches wide.

	Growth Habit:
	Bushes are low-growing and compact, with dense foliage.

	Growth Pattern:
	To invigorate blooming once plants are established, cut canes back to 10-inches annually in late winter or early spring.

	Suggested Uses:
	Use in flowerbeds, mass plantings, large containers, hanging baskets, as a groundcover on steep slopes and as tree roses.  A perfect landscaping plant for long seasons of low-maintenance color.


CULTURAL REQUIREMENTS

	Soil Needs: 

	Can thrive in a variety of soil conditions.

	Light Needs:
	For best bloom, grow in full sun.  Grows well in partial shade (4 - 5 hours of sun per day) still blooming steadily, but with reduced number of flowers.  

	Water Needs:
	Drought tolerant once established.  Give occasional deep waterings.

	Spacing:
	Plant 2-3 per square yard, for ground cover.  For mass plantings and boundaries, space 2-3 feet apart.  Can be planted anytime during spring, summer or fall.

	Fertilizer:
	For maximum flowering and performance, feed with a balanced controlled-release rose food.  In cold climates, it is best not to feed roses in fall and winter as forcing new growth that late in the season can increase the chances of cold damage over winter.

In warm climates (USDA zones 8 and up): feed in early spring 
and late summer.
In cold climates (USDA zones 4 through 7): feed in spring and early summer only.


	Pruning/ Pinching
	No fancy pruning needed - can use hedge shears.  Cut canes back to 10-inches annually in late winter or early spring to invigorate blooming and maintain shape.  Trim to shape anytime of year, if desired.  The bush is self-cleaning with few rose hips, no dead-heading required, petals fall away cleanly. For even greater blooming, trim off any rose hips that do form.

	Special Care:
	In USDA zones 6 and below, winter protection is advised in the first winter.   Will handle zone 4 with ongoing winter protection.

	Disease Tolerance:  
	Very resistant to common rose blights such as black spot and mildew.  It does not require routine chemical spraying and dusting, apply only if needed.


	Pest Issues:
	Treat for insect pests only as needed.
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
